2022 Winter Council Meeting Recap

Presented by President Rosen, a summary of this year’s program will include scientific papers, lectures, and a panel
discussion each day. A total of 125 abstracts was submitted that was an increase of 51% from 2021. The abstracts
were submitted to the Program Committee (Drs. Robert Buckmire, Paul Bryson, Laura Matrka, Libby Smith and Mi-
chael Pitman) for review and ranking. There will be 34 podium presentations and authors of the remaining abstracts
were invited as poster presentations. Dr. Rosen reported that the ARS and the AHNS will join the ALA for the ALA
Daniel C. Baker MD Lecture given by Dr. Wayne Sotile on Thursday, April 28th. This event will be broadcast simulta-
neously in each society’s meeting room. Dr. Sotile is world renowned for his research and lectures on resilience. His
topic will be “Renewal, Resilience, and Stamina: Keys to Thriving Through Changing Times”. Dr. Thomas Chi,
of UCSF, was selected to deliver the ALA State of the Art Lecturer. He will lecture on “Lost in Big Data - The Value
of EHRs for Clinical Registries”. The Council encourages you to attend each of the three half day sessions as well
as the business meeting at 7:00 AM on Friday morning, April 29. when our new fellows and members will be intro-
duced to the membership.

We welcomed Dr. Blumin’s in his first year as secretary. He informed Council of the vaccination status for on-site
COSM attendees. A hold harmless clause will be required at the time of registering for COSM and provide proof of
vaccination via the entity, CLEAR. To cover the cost for CLEAR, $5 is being assessed to individual registration fees.
Since the State of Texas does not have a mandate requiring vaccinations, unvaccinated individuals who wish to at-
tend the onsite meeting will required to submit to a daily COVID test. This will require a daily visit to a clinic as a self-
administered test will not be allowed. Instructions are available on the COSM website.

Dr. Blumin reported that Dr. Klein, as chair of the Membership Committee, submitted its report on the proposed candi-
dates. Recommended for Active Fellowship are Drs. Leslie Childs, David Lott, and Alex Gelbard and Drs. Stephane
Hans and Daniel Novakovic for Corresponding Fellowship. Ballots to eligible voting members will be provided via the
ALA website and/or mailed to members whose email addresses we lack. Drs. Yael Bensoussan, Keith Chadwick,
Aisha Harun, Breanne Schiffer, Mausumi Syamal, and Yin Yiu were recommended for Post-Graduate Membership.
We look forward to introducing our candidates to the membership during the business meeting on Friday, April 29.
Drs. Christopher Tang and Jerome Lechien didn’t meet the required criteria for their respective member category.

Dr. Johns reported that the ALA continues to be financially healthy with investment growth. The Treasurer ‘s ef-
forts to eliminate delinquency among members’ dues continues to be successful. He happily report that less than
eight delinquent members.

In his role as editor, Dr. Chhetri informed Council the website’s traffic continues to show a steady increase of visits.
From an analytic standpoint, most of our visitors are still from the US, followed by China, India, and Canada. Pages
visited most are Laryngology Fellowship Meetings, Find A Laryngologist, and Laryngology Curriculum.

Francis LeJeune, MD (c. 1929—April 25, 2021

The Association was recently informed of the passing of one of our Emeritus Fellows, Dr. Francis Ernest
“Duke” Ledeune, Jr., on April 15, 2021, at the age of 92. Born in New Orleans, he was the son of the late Dr. Francis
Ernest LedJeune, Sr and Anna Lynne Dodds LeJeune. He was inducted as an Active Fellow in 1979 and was elevat-
ed to Emeritus Fellowship in 1990.

He received his undergraduate and medical degrees from Tulane University. Dr. LeJeune completed his resident
training in Otolaryngology and Maxillofacial Surgery training at the University of lowa, that was followed by a two-year
stint (1957-1959) in the Air Force, as Chief of the Department of Otolaryngology at Keesler Field. In 1959, he returned
to New Orleans and began his career at Ochsner Clinic in the Department of Otorhinolaryngology, becoming chair-
man of the department in 1963, a position he held for decades. In honor of his father, Dr. LeJeune established the
Francis E. LeJeune Lectureship at Ochsner Clinic.

Dr. LeJeune was a member of many professional societies, including the Triological Society and was an innovator
in his field as one of the first people in the US doing medialization laryngoplasties. He was a member of the Southern
Yacht Club, the Boston Club, the Lakeshore Club, several carnival organizations, and was a keen supporter of the
National WWII Museum. When not attending to his patients, Dr. LeJeune enjoyed sailing, duck hunting, fishing,
woodworking, and inventing in his workshop. His inventions, such as the Lighted Cane, lead to numerous patents.

He was extremely loyal to his family and friends, to Tulane University, and to the Ochsner medical institutions.

Herbert Dedo, MD (c. 1933- August 5, 2021)

The Association was notified that a valuable Fellow, Dr. Herbert H. Dedo, passed on August 5, 2021 in Hills-
borough, California as an extended iliness. In 1973, Dr. Dedo was proposed for Active Fellowship by the late Drs.
Francis Sooy and Joseph Ogura. Following retirement from active practice in 2010, he requested elevation to Emeri-
tus fellowship. Born in Detroit Michigan, Dr. Dedo completed his undergraduate education at the University of Califor-
nia - Los Angeles and received his medical degree at the University of California - Los Angeles in 1958. His residen-
cy training in Otolaryngology was at UCSF. He was an early fellowship trained head and neck oncologic surgeon.

Dr. Dedo's training was then followed by NIH Special fellowships at Washington University of St. Louis with Dr. Ogura
and the University of Hamburg in Germany.

It was Dr. Sooy who gave Dr. Dedo his first job as an academic otolaryngologist at UCSF in 1966 where he re-
mained until his retirement in 2010. Dr. Dedo was an inveterate innovator and tinkerer who was a renowned laryngol-
ogist and head and neck surgeon. He was responsible for many new techniques and many instrument iterations
which made the practice of otolaryngology-head and neck surgery more facile. He was a pioneer in adapting the la-
ser to be of precise utility in the difficult to access regions of the airway.

Spending his academic career at UCFS, Dr. Dedo was a character who was very opinionated; however, he was
always willing to assist when difficult clinical situations arose with viewpoints based upon vast clinical experience. Dr.
Dedo published a truly elegant surgical atlas called Surgery of the Larynx and Trachea in 1990 that exquisitely out-
lined his painstaking surgical approaches. He authored/co-authored more than 200 papers, presentations, chapters,
and speaking engagements. When Herb was in the operating room at UCSF, he often hosted visiting surgeons from
around the world. He was a true pioneer in the treatment of laryngeal dystonias, laryngeal paralysis, and also was a
surgeon who was in the forefront of managing recurrent respiratory papillomatosis and laryngeal and tracheal steno-
sis. Multiple generations of UCSF OHNS surgeons and students could recite Herb’s approaches to clinical problems
by heart.

Being an ALA Fellow for more 48 years, Dr. Dedo was also an active member in the Triological Society where he
received the prestigious Harris P. Mosher Award for his 1970 Triological Thesis, the Society of University Otolaryngol-
ogists and American Society for Head and Neck Surgery is noteworthy. In 2005, he was the recipient of the American
Laryngological Association Award presented to individuals who have made a mark of recognition and esteem for out-
standing achievement.

Michael Broniatowski, MD (December 25, 1944 - September 30, 2021)

The American Laryngological Association (ALA) was saddened to learn of the passing of Michael Bro-
niatowski, M.D. on September 30, 2021 in Cleveland Heights, Ohio. Dr. Broniatowski was proposed for Active
Fellowship by Drs. Harvey Tucker and Howard Levine in 1994 where he was an active participant during the
ALA's annual meetings. In 2015, after retirement from his practice, he was elevated to Emeritus status in 2015.

On December 25, 1944, Dr. Broniatowski was born in Maidstone, England. He received his Baccalaureat
after attending the Experimental Science section at the prestigious Lycee Henri IV, followed by studies at Paris
University School of Medicine where he graduated with honors in 1969. After service in the French Army, he
completed otolaryngology training at the hospitals of St Germain en Laye and Foch in Paris and received Spe-
cialty Certification in Otolaryngology from 1974-1976. After immigrating to the US, he was accepted in the Oto-
laryngology training program at Case Western Reserve University (CWRU).

His pursuit for continuous education including certification by the American Board of Otolaryngology followed
by an appointed as Assistant Professor on the full-time faculty at University Hospitals, the VA Medical Center,
and MetroHealth. Dr. Broniatowski returned to the faculty at CWRU followed by his becoming chairperson, in
the Department of Otolaryngology-Head and Neck Surgery at the St Vincent Charity Hospital for 27 years. In
2013, due to iliness, he resigned from the chairmanship; continuing part-time with MetroHealth Otolaryngology-
Head and Neck Surgery until 2019.

Dr. Broniatowski was a prolific author having published more than 100 scientific and clinical papers, editori-
als, movies and book chapters — and presented nationally and internationally. He enjoyed teaching residents
and did not shy from brainstorming with his colleagues. He was blessed to remain in touch with close friends,
some for more than 50 years. He had a keen interest in history, music, and dynasties of Lhasa Apso dogs. He
had a dry sense of humor and was widely travelled.

Thomas Calcaterra, MD (July 2, 1937 - October 1, 2021)

The American Laryngological Association was notified of the passing of an esteemed Emeritus Fellow, Dr. Thomas C. Cal-
caterra, on October 1, 2021 in Los Angeles, California at the age of 84 years. Inducted in the ALA in 1979, Dr. Calcaterra was
an Active Fellow for 27 years and upon his retirement from actively caring for patients, he was elevated to Emeritus status in
2006.

Born in Detroit, Michigan, Dr. Calcaterra received his undergraduate degree in 1958 and his medical degree in 1962 from
the University of Michigan. He completed his internship in general surgery in 1963 ay UCLA. Following military service, Dr.
Calcaterra returned to UCLA for his internship in general surgery at the Veterans Administration Wadsworth Hospital and a
residency in otolaryngology at Washington University School of Medicine in St. Louis.

He was recruited as an Assistant Professor of Surgery at UCLA in 1969, with appointments as Associate Professor of Sur-
gery in 1973 and Professor of Surgery in 1979. As one of the founders of the Department of Head and Neck Surgery, he re-
mained a cherished faculty member at UCLA for more than 35 years and retired as a Professor Emeritus.

Recognized internationally as a Renaissance surgeon, Dr. Calcaterra was a master educator, an incomparable surgeon
scientist, and a general leader with a calm and enduring voice. Throughout his career, he received numerous awards including
the ALA deRoaldes Award in 2000. Dr. Calcaterra achieved international recognition as an accomplished researcher with more
than 220 papers and 20 books published. He served leadership roles of many professional societies.

As one of his mentees stated, "Dr. Calcaterra was an unusual teacher. He never quite told you what to do. He was invaria-
bly trying to get us to think—to think like a surgeon—and his questions exposed how much we could learn. Among the key
things we learned from him were discipline, a broad repertoire, and the exigencies of technique. It was essential, he wanted
us to know, simply to understand. This was his deeper lesson. His most important role, as a surgeon and as a scientist, was to
bear witness to the wide experience of being human. Dr. Calcaterra remained a great mentor for many residents and faculty at
UCLA and around the globe. He knew so much about so much in every topic. He knew people in every nook and cranny of
academia, science and surgery. And they all knew him, and revered him. Through his work and generosity, Dr. Calcaterra
shaped our future, that of numerous mentees and innumerable patients as a generous leader, who was a gentleman devoted
to his wife and the department with the same calm, steady hands that he used in surgery where nature was undone then re-
done masterfully."

The Council of the American Laryngological Association has proposed
and discussed two changes in the bylaws that will be presented to
membership to vote on in the upcoming months.

The first change would be to convert the language of the bylaws to
include gender neutral pronouns. This would be accomplished by replacing
iterations of ‘he/she’ to ‘they’ with a goal to reduce unintended bias within
the bylaws.

The second change is that of the definition of the Historian position on
the Council. Currently, the Historian is defined as a former member of the

Council who serves one or two additional terms of 5 years each following a
full term on the Council. Thus, one individual could hold office (and a voting
position) for 16 or even 21 years if re-appointed, almost twice as long as any
other officer of the Association. The proposed bylaws changes transform the
Historian position into a regular Council office, such as Secretary, Treasurer, or Editor. This will even out term
lengths across the entire Council, so that there is no longer the abridged so-called “fast track” position. Each
Fellow elected to the Council will serve the same length of time and have an equal say in Association affairs.

As 2022 moves along, we hope that the darkest days of this pandemic will finally be behind us. Our 2022
annual meeting will be in-person in Dallas, Texas. Drs. Rosen and Buckmire have planned a fantastic program.
The ALA annual meeting at COSM will again be three half days, beginning Thursday and ending Saturday.

While COSM leadership and the ALA will provide a virtual option for those that cannot travel, | look forward
to re-kindling our in-person camaraderie and meeting face-to-face again, even if some of our smiles are behind
masks.
